Carolyn motioned with Lanette seconding, to approve $500.00 for promotional items to be 
expended by the CCSS/LAC budget.  All approved.  Amy, Carolyn and Lanette to choose items.

6.  Funding requests for flexible funds, Churches United program, respite and training to go to 
the Administrative Group.
